The community is structured to help transfer students make a seamless transition into the ECU campus. Unique programs and activities are intended to facilitate meaningful connections among students and encourage early engagement within the ECU community 

Why should I choose to participate in QUEST?

One of the many benefits to participating in QUEST is that you will have opportunity to connect with students, faculty, and staff who all have an interest in helping you succeed. In addition, you will participate in a variety of academic and personal development activities designed to enhance your transition and development as a ECU Pirate.  If that’s not enough, you will live in the newly constructed Ballard Hall Residence, located in the College Hill neighborhood.
Who can participate in QUEST?

Transfer students who enter ECU with a GPA of 2.5 or better and wanting to live on campus for their first academic year (Fall and Spring) are encouraged to participate in the QUEST community. Participants in the QUEST LLC must be enrolled at ECU in the Fall. Applications are not accepted for Spring enrollment.  
Benefits of participation

· Opportunity to participate in activities specifically designed for transfer students

· Involvement in community service projects

· Supportive network of like-minded people

· Resume-building opportunities

· Notification of campus programs and activities that focus on social and academic engagement

· Opportunity to attend Camp Pirates for a great adventure before classes begin (there is an additional cost to attend Camp Pirates).
Requirements of QUEST participation:

· Enroll in the following classes:

· COAD 1000-date and time to be announced (this is a 1 credit course for transfer students).
· Domestic or Global Diversity class. You can select a domestic or global diversity course that aligns with your intended major (all students at ECU must take a Global Understanding Course before graduating). You are required to take this course during your first semester to be part of the QUEST community. However, if you transfer in a course that aligns with a Global Understanding Course, please contact the QUEST Coordinator at (252) 328-4173. 
· Participate in fall and spring specialized programming designed for QUEST Community.
· Participate in group community service project.
· Abide by the ECU Student Code of Conduct (http://www.ecu.edu/PRR/11/30/01) 
NOTE: If a student is removed from the program, they will not be able to continue to reside within the QUEST Community. The student will need to work with housing to secure other residential arrangements.


Statements for LLC Participant Agreements
Student Behavior

I have read the East Carolina University Student Code of Conduct and the Campus Living polices.  I understand that I am responsible for abiding by the policies it contains.  I understand that if I am found in violation of standards of the Student Code of Conduct and/or Campus Living policies, I will be subject to consequences that may range from a warning to probation or suspension, to expulsion. If I decide I no longer want to participate as a member of the LLC or if the LLC Faculty/Academic leader decides that I am no longer allowed to participate as a member of  the LLC, I understand I may be removed from the Hall and receive a new room assignment in a different Hall. I further understand moving to a new living space may incur additional fees, dependent on the hall and/or room costs.

Communication between University Officials

I give my written consent to Campus Living, the Office of Student Rights and Responsibilities, and other relevant University offices to release information to and maintain open lines of communication with, the Living Learning Community partner(s) for which I am a part of, concerning any violation of the Student Code of Conduct, Campus Living policy, and/or any behaviors that can impede on my educational interests.
